Dear Commissioner Selig,

I’m writing today to ask that you fix the current wild card system, to bring excitement back to the division races. Here’s my suggestion: 

Replace the current Wild Card system with two Wild Card berths. On the first day after the end of regular season, these two teams should play a one-game playoff, to decide who advances to meet the league’s #1 seed in the LDS.

Some advantages of this new system: 

a) Division races gain importance. Settling for the wild card means there's roughly a 50% chance you'll get knocked out in one game. 

b) "Home field" races (such as between the 2007 American League division winners) gain added importance. In a short series, wouldn't you rather face a team that just used their best available pitcher in a one-game playoff? 

c) This addresses the frustration that the current wild card system is "unfair" because the wild card has as good a shot (or better) at making it to the World Series. No team wants to face a one-game elimination playoff, no matter how good their best pitcher is.
